6.11.2 Bit
Controls a status(On or Off) of bit device.
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1) Address
Specifies a address of bit device.

2) Value Input 

Specifies the kind of action of the function key tag when pushed..

	On
	Turns on the bit device

	Off
	Turns off the bit device

	Toggle
	Toggles the bit device whenever pushed

	Momentary On
	Turns on the bit device while pushed.


5) Use password

6.11.3 Drive out
Changes a current value of device to specified value.
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1) Address 
Specifies the address of device to drive.

Enables a function to write a negative number.

6.11.4 Increment
Increases the value of device as specified value whenever function key is pushed.
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1) Address 

Specifies the address of device to drive.

2) Value input 

The value of specified device is increased as this value when the function key is pushed.

6.11.5 Decrement
Decreases the value of device as specified value whenever function key is pushed.
